We are excited to welcome Bishop Peggy A. Johnson, ‘Rev Pink’, to the ‘Hearts Touched by Grace’ celebration.  Her history includes a four-point country charge in Frederick MD, as campus minister for Gallaudet University, and as co-pastor (with her husband, Mike) of Lansdowne United Methodist Church, in Baltimore, MD.  She also served for 20 years as pastor of the historic Christ UMC of the Deaf in Baltimore starting in 1988. 


Bishop Johnson has a heart for persons with disabilities and believes strongly in their inclusion as co-ministers in the priesthood of all believers.  “Often we think we’re going to help people with disabilities – but no – they help us see things with wonderful new perspective and add to the giftedness of the Body of Christ.  Without them we’re not fully complete; we need their gifts for being the fully functional Body of Christ”


She believes that the most important role as a bishop is to pastorally empower and encourage the church to make Disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world.

Rev. Tom Summey was received back from the military where he had served as a Chaplain during the Vietnam Conflict and the Korean War by Bishop Earl Hunt in the late 1960s.  He served a large United Methodist Church in Greensboro until his hearing loss, due to excessive loud gunshot fire, took his ability to serve his congregants effectively.





Bishop Hunt met with Rev. Summey in 1970 and proposed that he return to school at Lenoir Rhyne College, learn sign language, and create a form of Deaf Ministry.





In 1971 Deaf Ministry was born in the North Carolina Mountains thanks to the vision of Bishop Hunt and the willingness of Rev. Summey.  





Over the past 40 years the little ministry has come down off the mountain under the leadership of various devoted hearts to Jesus that have a passion for the deaf and hh in Western NC.
